Can I just use AutomotiveTouchup basecoat color?  Before you get started, it is important to remember that AutomotiveTouchup products are specially formulated to work together as part of a complete automotive paint system. We cannot guarantee the performance of a precisely blended, color-matched AutomotiveTouchup basecoat without the additional application of an AutomotiveTouchup clearcoat. Also, using inferior clearcoats may cause ATU basecoat to darken and shift color. If primer is necessary, we recommend using AutomotiveTouchup primer, because competitor’s primers may cause wrinkling with high-quality AutomotiveTouchup paints. Don’t take chances - use AutomotiveTouchup primers, paints and clearcoats for professional-looking results.

How much will I need?  Touchup pens and half-ounce or two-ounce bottles are perfect for smaller repairs, and are formulated and packaged for long shelf life, so you can store them for future use. For larger areas, a single 12-ounce aerosol can will cover about a six square foot area, and ready to spray pints, quarts and gallons can be used for large or multiple projects.
