· Most cars today have a base coat/clear coat finish, so it’s important to order the clear coat as well as the base color for the vehicle.
· Achieving a deep, glossy finish requires “wet sanding” the clear coat, which involves sanding the freshly painted surface with successfully finer-grit sandpapers. It initially seems illogical to scuff up the freshly painted surface, but it’s necessary. AutomotiveTouchup has packs of sandpaper with all the different grades necessary to to do the initial scuffing and the final wet sanding. 

· After wet sanding, the glossy finish comes from rubbing the area with polishing compound and, finally, polish and wax. It takes a fair amount of elbow grease to work the compound into the glossy finish. 
· The smoother you can make the surface before you paint, the better the paint will look; and if you get some unexpected drips or splotches from the primer or paint, don’t get discouraged. You can save the work by letting the drips dry, sanding them down and starting over with the primer and paint. 

· Some chips may be deep and may require a glaze or even spot putty to fill them and bring the the chip area level with the rest of the paintwork. After applying the glaze or putty and letting it dry, simply sand until it is even with the rest of the paint.
