The first time the key is rotated, the cylinder is uniquely coded to that key. When the key is removed, the cylinder moves into the locked position.  When the key is turned again, it will rotate to the unlocked position.
A variety of BOLT Locks are available, including receiver locks, cable locks and padlocks. BOLT’s Padlock features a spring-loaded, chrome-plated 5/16” diameter hardened steel shackle inside a crush-resistant rubber body shell. Its automotive-grade, stainless steel lock shutter keeps out weather and debris.  
“The BOLT Padlock is a great investment for fleet managers,” continues Hughes. “For instance, a commercial business owner might have 10 service bodies that he can outfit with the BOLT Padlock.
